Born at Carluke, Lanarkshire, Scotland on the 10th July 1818 and baptised at Carluke on the
27th July 1818, the third child of James & Jane Pettigrew (nee Forrest).

The hall was used for meetings by many organisations. On 2nd July, 1841, Brother James
Pettigrewds Hall was consecrated as the new Mz¢
Orchard and headed by the Carluke (and the Lodge) Band of Music, a procession took place and

the new flag or colours were for the first time displayed. The Lodge held its first Burns Supper on

25" January 1861 in the Black Bull Inn when a goodly number of Brethren sang a selection of Burns
songs.
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In 1867, the Burns Supper of Carluke Bowling Club (est. 1864) was held in the Black Bull.
Ownership passed down various members of the Pettigrew family until 1881.
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Napoleon lll was seen as a threat to British shores in 1859 and men from all over the parish trudged
through the snow to attend a meeting in the Black Bull. Their purpose was to raise a volunteer
company of sixty men and the £300 needed to outfit the men. This was finally achieved and the first
parade took place at Bogside in September 1860.

In 1841, the Pettigrew Family resided at the Black Bull Inn, High Street, Carluke, Scotland.

By 1855 Alexander, Elizabeth and their two sons i James & William had moved to Wrotham
Gardens in Middlesex; this was a Palladian Mansion set in 2,500 acres of parkland, 17 miles north
of Hyde Park Corner. Due to boundary changes, it is now officially situated in Hertfordshire.

Their eldest son i James Purdon Pettigrew died on the 7" August 1858 at Middleton, Oxfordshire,
the death being registered during the December quarter 1858 in the Bicester R.D. i ref: 3a/347,

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Later in 1858 Alexander, Elizabeth and young William moved to Ballymenock House, Co, Down,
Ireland.

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By 1861 Alexander and Elizabeth have moved back to Manchester, this time to Rusholme,
Manchester.

The Manchester Rates Books for May 1861 also show that Alexander resided at Brighton Grove.
The record states that he rented a cottage, greenhouses and gardens all with a rateable value of
£20. 18. 8d.

According to the Rusholme History Society, around this time large villas were being built along
Oxford Road and two schemes commenced in Rusholme: the earliest being 1836 at Brighton Grove,
a very grand scheme with only four houses being built there.
